MacKay Taylor, a recent 27 year old seminary graduate was appointed the organizing pastor.  Taylor, who served as pastor until 1992 will speak at the program and will be joined by charter member Charles Amann, music director Beth Jones who is now serving for her 40th year, and current pastor Charlotte H. Sommers. 

In the late 1950’s, before he became known as a world renowned architect, Minoru Yamasaki designed a large portion of the church. 

 “We are very grateful to the Troy Historical Society for the opportunity to explain our church’s history and our ongoing role in helping to build and serve this wonderful community,” Charlotte Sommers added.
